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New Award Highlight: Scott Wells -
“Religion, Identity, and Civil Society in the Era of Globalization”

Scott Wells (History) has received a $75,000 grant from the National
Endowment for the Humanities, for a curriculum development project entitled
“Religion, Identity, and Civil Society in the Era of Globalization.” In partnership
with Claremont Graduate University (CGU), Wells is coordinating a series of
major program meetings over the course of the 2008 calendar, including a two-
day symposium for project participants on the theme of “Religion in Los Angeles,
Religion in the Americas, Religion in the Era of Globalization” that took place at
Cal State L.A. and CGU on March 6 and 7. The program meetings will structure
the participants’ ongoing discussions about curriculum development with the goal
of designing 10 to 12 new or newly reconceived courses incorporating the study
of religion, as well as drafting a mission statement and a strategic plan for an
expanded interdisciplinary program in religious studies at Cal State L.A. that is
tailored to the emerging needs for religious literacy in the civic spaces and public
marketplaces of the globalized world.

Cal State L.A., which instituted a religious studies minor through the Department of History in 1982, is
poised to expand its course offerings, building on faculty strengths in anthropology, ethnic studies, political
science, philosophy, art, and communication studies, as well as history and religious studies, to create a
humanities program in the study of religion that is enriched by the social sciences and focused on studying
the interrelationships among religion, identity, and civil life in ways specifically related to enhancing the
understanding and analysis of the role of religion in community, professional, and public life in the era of
globalization.

Wells will be working in partnership with the School of Religion at CGU, one of the premier institutions of its
kind in the country, already noted for its curricular innovations to address the needs of religious pluralism in
the 21% century. The School has pioneered a model for community relationships through its councils,
recruits students from the religious communities they represent, and will assist Cal State L.A. in developing
similar community-outreach and service-learning components for its religious studies program. Both
universities plan to develop an articulated program in which interested and qualified Cal State L.A. students
could transition into the master’s program at CGU’s School of Religion by beginning their graduate work
during their senior year at Cal State L.A.

Competition May 2-3 at CSU East Bay. Alvina Rosales, graduate student in psychology, received a first-
place award out of 10 presentations in Behavioral and Social Sciences. Kim Lien T. Dinh, undergraduate in
biochemistry, received a second-place honor out of 14 Physical and Mathematical Sciences presentations.

Kathy Roberts and Don Johnson, Jamil Momand Present Spring
ORSP Cafés; Special Edition Fulbright Scholar Panel Ends Year

On April 17, Kathy Roberts and Don Johnson (Criminal Justice and Criminalistics) presented “CSl: Los
Angeles — Research & Development on Forensic Tools” at ORSP Café. They spoke about recent advances
in the difficult DNA typing of blood stains, embryos, semen, human fecal matter, and urine, which often are
the only evidence in criminal cases. Problems arise, such as in analysis of drops of blood, that may be from
a finger prick or from a stab wound. The placenta and endometrium resulting from an abortion have been
used as evidence in a local murder case and a child incest case, through use of a paternity test as a way of
screening suspects. Roberts discussed their National Institute of Justice grant, a collaborative effort between
Roberts, Johnson, and Biometrica, the company that makes a new synthetic biostabilizing product,
SampleMatrix, which is being utilized to screen DNA at room temperature without degrading. Another
collaborative effort with Long Beach Police Department is studying the recovery of DNA from biological
stains submerged in ocean water over different periods of time.

The May15 Café featured Jamil Momand (Chemistry and Biochemistry), whose talk entitled “Afghanistan . .
. Life between a rock and a hard place” detailed Momand’s two trips to Afghanistan, the second one a
sabbatical, to lecture and work with students and faculty at Kabul University. Momand, who also visited with
family while there, spoke about the enthusiasm of the students, who yearn to broaden their education
despite difficult living conditions and a paucity of scientific equipment. He saw no textbooks, only professors’
notes. (Despite the circumstances, Momand affirmed, everyone has a cell phone.) Part of Momand’s
contribution was to arrange for a donation of laptop computers for the medical school, as well as a shipment
of equipment and supplies donated by Cal State L.A. and Pasadena City College. His sabbatical trip was cut
short after three suicide bombings that took place over a 10-day period prompted his early departure. As he
recalled, “I promised Pat Cates | would keep safe.” Momand has since created the Higher Education
Support Association (HESA), whose mission is to provide curriculum materials and training to university
professors in developing countries. He explained, “If we can help the universities, then they can help the rest
of the society.”

Kunnan (Applied and Advanced Studies in Education), Timothy Lim (Political Science), Stephen Ma
(Political Science), and Ann Snow (Applied and Advanced Studies in Education) — who spoke about their
past and upcoming experiences in China, Macau, Korea, the Netherlands, and Cyprus. They shared tips for
faculty interested in applying for a Fulbright award, including pre-submission contact with program officers
and advance contact with the last Scholar at the site, as well as incentives such as the ability to bring one’s
family along and the network of scholars that results from a Fulbright experience, which can pave the way
for a future Fulbright award.

Agency News
NIH to Transition to Adobe Formats for Grant Submissions

The National Institutes of Health announced that it will adopt Adobe versions of its grant application forms at
grants.gov, as other federal agencies have already done. There will be several pilot submissions
announced in late summer, with the majority of its funding opportunity announcements posted with Adobe
forms in December. The current PureEdge forms will be used for all receipt dates through December. ORSP
will assist principal investigators during the transition.

NIH Reviewing, Revamping its Grant-making Process

A National Institutes of Health self-study completed in February has documented necessary changes to its
grant-making process, aimed at relieving its increasingly burdened peer review system. The report
summarizes various needs, including but not limited to:
- reducing the administrative burden of applicants, reviewers, and NIH staff by reducing the number

of applications;

enhancing the rating system to highlight priority criteria;

enhancing review and reviewer quality to focus on proposal impact and innovation;

optimizing support at different career stages and types to enhance support for new investigators

and enable greater productivity of established scientists; and

optimizing support for different types and approaches of science to foster transformative research.

Recommendations range from shortening applications to using “prebuttals” to allow applicants to correct
factual errors prior to review.

The National Science Foundation is similarly examining its grant-making system.
USDoEd Stresses Multi-pronged Approach to Grantseeking

The U.S. Department of Education (USDoEd) recommends a multi-pronged approach that applicants
emphasize mission, measures, and milestones in seeking grant funding. USDoEd promotes using its
mission statement, “to promote student achievement and preparation for global competitiveness by fostering
educational excellence and ensuring equal access,” as a roadmap for applicants, and urges that applicants
adapt them to the target program to help justify the proposed project and frame the proposal. The mission
statement priorities are:
- Improve student achievement, with a focus on bringing all students to grade level in reading and

math by 2015

Increase the academic achievement of all high school students

Ensure accessibility, affordability, and accountability of higher education and better prepare

students and adults for employment and future learning.




USDoEd'’s strategic goals also provide guidance:
- Create a culture of achievement
Improve student achievement
Develop safe and drug-free schools
Transform education into an evidence-based field
Enhance the quality of and access to postsecondary and adult education
Establish management excellence.

The department also reminds Pls of the usual proven recommendations for good grantsmanship:
Read the program announcement, including the fine print
Ask the program officer for an example of a successful application
Seek out a successful grantee as a mentor
Attend preapplication workshops.

Some questlons applicants should ask themselves include:
How will my proposal achieve results and improve student learning?
Can | facilitate partnerships for greater success and student achievement (corporate, higher
education and K-12 institutions, nonprofit organizations)?
Does my proposal encourage or facilitate accountability for results?
Is there evidence of research that | can include in my application or will my program collect data to
support research?
How will my proposal address performance measures for the competition (e.g, employment in
higher education, government, and national security; improved language competency; employment
in the field of study) and efficiency measures, such as cost per successful outcome?

Finally, USDoEd requires of all applications:
A baseline for each performance measure
0 A starting point from which gains are measured and targets set
o The actual performance of the target population prior to implementing the project
Quantitative data describing current knowledge related to the baseline
An explanation of differences for the target population
Targets to measure actual performance against the baseline
Milestones to assess progress.
