ORSP Has a New Location; Meet the New ORAD!

Effective this past summer, the Office of Research and Sponsored Programs (ORSP) was restructured
to accommodate the creation of the new Office of Research Advancement and Development (ORAD).
The two offices will work together to provide pre-award services to Pls, with ORAD focusing on
promoting research opportunities and ORSP on the technical and financial issues. ORSP will also
continue to provide the post-award support.

On October 13, ORSP was relocated to Golden Eagle 314 to enable UAS (ORSP and UAS Financial
Services) to provide research support services in one location. Alma Sahagun continues to serve as
Director of Grants and Contracts Administration—ORSP.

ORSP will continue to serve as the designated Sponsored Programs Administrator for externally
sponsored projects (grants and contracts) at Cal State L.A. ORSP pre-award services include budget
development and some aspects of proposal development; contract review, negotiation, and approvals;
and final approval and submission of proposals to funding agencies. ORSP post-award services
include award setup; award administration; budget management; fiscal management; expense review
and approval (working with PI, UAS Financial Services, and Human Resources); monthly billing and
collections to funding agencies; financial reporting; and internal and external compliance to ensure
proper award administration.

ORAD, on the other hand, was established to provide research development support services to the
University community, including assistance in identifying external funding sources to support research,
scholarship, and creative activities; assistance with the logistics of large-scale interdisciplinary and
institutional proposals; support in planning and developing proposals, grant-writing and technical
assistance, letters of support, and routing of approval forms; coordination of proposal submission to
private funding agencies with Institutional Advancement; workshops on identifying funding
opportunities, grant-writing, proposal submission, and compliance issues; and guidance, information,
and oversight on compliance issues, including the Institutional Review Board—Human Subjects,
Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee, conflicts of interest, technology transfer and patents,
scientific misconduct issues, and export controls.

In addition, ORAD will administer the Research, Scholarship and Creative Activity Awards; seed
grants for proposal development; student travel awards; Research Seminars at ORAD Café (formerly
ORSP Café); the annual Student Research Symposium; and other activities. Leading this new office
are Jose Galvan, Dean of Graduate Studies and Research and Philip LaPolt (Biological Sciences),
appointed Acting Director of Research Development. Ellen Stein is the Regulatory Compliance and
Research Advancement Analyst, with additional staff to be determined in the near future. ORAD is
currently located in Golden Eagle 220.

Both ORSP and ORAD remain committed to supporting the research community seamlessly, and

members of both staffs will continue to work together in assisting Pls with all aspects of contracts and
grants.




New Award Highlight: Diane Fazzi - “Project GPS: Going Places Safely”

Diane Fazzi (Special Education and Counseling) has received a $200,000
grant from the U.S. Department of Education, for a project entitled “Project
GPS: Going Places Safely,” which will prepare service personnel to serve
students with visual impairments, including infants, toddlers, preschoolers,
and school-age children and youth. Fazzi's project will train 48 orientation and
mobility (O&M) specialists at the graduate level over the course of the four-
year project. These specialists will provide related services to children with
visual impairments and their families, including those students with mild to
severe multiple disabilities. The project will emphasize the recruitment and
training of participants from traditionally underrepresented groups —
individuals who are bilingual, from ethnic minority backgrounds, and those
with disabilities.

As one of only two training programs in California, this project has regional, state, and national

significance. It will produce highly qualified service providers to meet a need where there continues to
be a shortage of qualified individuals. Project graduates will be eligible to receive a California Clinical
Rehabilitative Services Credential in O&M to work with children from birth to age 22, a Master of Arts
Degree in Special Education with an emphasis in O&M, and National Certification as a Certified O&M
Specialist through the Academy for Certification of Vision Rehabilitation and Education Professionals.

New Schedule Announced for NIH SCORE January Submission

ORAD will be assisting faculty in the development of the January 25, 2009 individual proposals to the
National Institutes of Health MBRS SCORE program. ORSP is responsible for the submission of the
completed proposals to NIH, with assistance from ORAD. This overall process will involve individual
faculty research grant proposals in response to three different solicitations: Support of Competitive
Research Advancement Award (SC1), Support of Competitive Research Pilot Project Award (SC2),
and Support of Competitive Research Continuance Award (SC3). For anyone who wishes to submit at
another time, there are three submission deadlines each year: January 25, May 25, and September
25. The following timeline has been established for this submission:

The 17" annual Symposium on Research, Scholarship and Creative Activity, sponsored jointly by the
Office of Research Advancement and Development, Office of Graduate Studies and Research, and
The Honor Society of Phi Kappa Phi, will be held on Friday, February 27, 2009. This event is held
annually to recognize student accomplishments in research, and provide a local forum for our students
to gain experience in delivering a professional presentation. Ten local winners will be selected to
represent Cal State L.A. in the statewide CSU Student Research Competition, which will be held at
Cal State L.A. May 1-2, where they will be eligible for cash prizes.

Please help us promote the event by encouraging students whose work you are supervising to
participate in this worthwhile and rewarding activity. The Symposium is open to all majors and to both
undergraduate and graduate students. Previous winners have come from a cross-section of
departments representing all six colleges, and their topics have ranged from projects in art, literary
criticism, and history to descriptions of scientific research, musical compositions, and curricular
innovations. In past years, Cal State L.A. has had several winners at the statewide event, and it is our
expectation that this year will be successful as well.

Students can participate in the Symposium in two ways — by delivering a 10-minute oral presentation
or by exhibiting a poster presentation. We encourage students to opt for the oral presentation to be
eligible for the statewide competition, but both kinds of participation are welcomed. Please note that
poster presentations can be interpreted in ways appropriate for documenting the discipline, such as
video, recordings, slides, and CDs, as well as posters.

The event is especially appropriate for students who are preparing a master’s project, thesis, or senior
project. It is also appropriate for any student who has engaged in other forms of scholarly research or
creative activity, including term projects and independent study endeavors.

Students can enter by submitting a 200-word abstract of their work, along with a registration form, by
January 30, 2009, 5:00 p.m. The application form and guidelines will be available on the ORAD
website, http://www.calstatela.edu/academic/aa/orad, after December 1.

Funding Agency News
NSF Issues New Proposal and Award Policies and Procedures Guide

In complying with the America COMPETES Act and the National Science Foundation’s current priority
to promote revolutionary science, the agency has made major revisions to the Proposal and Award
Policies and Procedures Guide (NSF 09-1), which take effect for proposals with deadlines or target
dates on or January 5. Major additions include the following:

NSF ID: NSF IDs are being issued to replace the use of Social Security numbers in the NSF
systems. This unique numerical identifier will be assigned to FastLane users by NSF and will
be used throughout FastLane as a login ID and identification verification.

Definitions of Categories of Personnel. The definition of Principal Investigator has been
clarified to indicate that NSF does not infer any distinction in scientific stature among multiple
Pls, whether referred to as Pl or co-Pl. All senior personnel are equally responsible for the
conduct of the project and submission of the requisite project reports.

Project Description: Each proposal that requests funding to support postdoctoral researchers
must include within the 15-page project description a separate plan outlining mentoring
activities that will be provided to postdocs. Proposals that do not include a separate section
on mentoring will be returned without review. The Pl will be required to update NSF on the
mentoring activities in annual progress and final reports.

Salaries and Wages: NSF will limit senior faculty salary reimbursement from all NSF-funded
grants to not more than two months of their regular salary in any one year. This change
moves away from the concept of summer salary and allows for reimbursement of two months
of salary per year whenever appropriate during the year.

NIH to Limit Proposal Resubmissions

Beginning with original new applications (i.e. never submitted) and competing renewal applications
submitted on or after January 25, 2009, the National Institutes of Health will accept only a single
revision to the original application. Failure to receive funding after two submissions (i.e. the original
and one revision) will mean that the applicant may only resubmit if the project is substantially
redesigned to qualify as new rather than simply revised in response to previous reviews. It is expected
that this policy will lead to funding high-quality applications earlier, with fewer resubmissions. For
further information, see http://grants.nih.gov/grants/guide/notice-files/NOT-OD-09-003.html.




NIH Revises New and Early Stage Investigator Policies

As part of the Enhancing Peer Review Initiative, NIH has announced changes in its policies for new
investigators and early stage investigators. These changes include the following revised definitions:

New Investigator: In general, a program director/principal investigator (PD/PI) is considered a new
investigator if he or she has not previously competed successfully as a PD/PI for a significant NIH
independent research award. For example, a PD/PI who has previously received a competing NIH
RO1 research grant is no longer considered a new investigator. A complete definition of a new
investigator, along with a list of NIH grants that do not disqualify a PD/PI from being considered a
new investigator, can be found at http://grants1.nih.gov/grants/new_investigators/resources.htm.
(Note: A Pl who has previously received a SCORE SC1 award is not considered a new
investigator. However, award of an SC2 or SC3 grant does not disqualify one as a new
investigator.)

Early Stage Investigator: An individual who is classified as a new or first-time investigator and is
within 10 years of completing his or her terminal research degree, or is within 10 years of
completing medical residency (or the equivalent), is considered an early stage investigator. More
information on early stage investigators is available at http://grants.nih.gov/grants/guide/notice-
files/INOT-OD-08-121.html.

Under the new policy, the NIH intends to support new investigators at success rates comparable to
those for established investigators submitting new applications. Early stage investigators should
comprise a majority of the new investigators supported. Where possible, new investigator applications
will be clustered during review.
