Dear Counselors, District Coordinators and Principals:

As many of you know, the Los Angeles campus of Cal State University has held annual testings for the last twenty-seven years identifying high achieving young middle school and high school students.  The Search for Exceptional Academic Achievement (SEAA) has resulted in hundreds of youngsters being able to make use of the programs and facilities of this University.

Historically, approximately half of the children tested qualify for college level classes; about half of those take advantage of the programs offered.  Students neither able nor interested still have the pride of having been chosen to participate in the SEAA, as well as the information which is made available to them in the score reports.  College - as a possibility - may become a probability as a result of this experience. 

Many of you, over the years, have successfully publicized this event and made this opportunity available to a great number of gifted and high achieving students.  Some schools send 20 or more students each year.  There remain a number of schools, even in the CSLA geographic area, not represented in this testing group.  We cannot help but feel concern for the numbers of young people who might benefit from the opportunities that exist, virtually, in their own neighborhoods.

I hope that your receipt of this letter and enclosed information will yield the communication we strive to have with the individuals responsible for the education of the gifted students in the school districts.

Please distribute the letters and applications to every qualified student in your school and do not hesitate to call if you have further questions.  Our telephone is (323) 343-2287.
