Please consider rewarding your exceptional students with the honor of being chosen to participate in the SEAA Talent Search.  Attached is a letter and application to be given to all the students you identify as qualified; please make as many copies of the enclosed (attached) letter as required.  For more information, please visit the EEP website at http://www.calstatela.edu/academic/eep/seaa   
 	SEAA Talent Search identifies young students with exceptional abilities to assist them in their academic path, primarily by identifying special opportunities for them at the University.  The identification of appropriate opportunities is based on their scores on the ACT exam, which is similar to the SAT exam.  ACT scores are confidential and not released to any other educational institution. The SEAA utilizes a residual ACT exam intended only for CSLA: http://www.actstudent.org/regist/retestrestrictions.html
SEAA Talent Search participants must be ages 11-15 at the time of testing.  These young students that you identify as appropriate for this honor should be highly gifted – exhibiting extraordinary verbal or mathematical skills and/or scoring in the top 10% on standardized achievement test (such as the Stanford 9, etc).  These are the students who will likely perform well on an SAT-type exam and who may therefore benefit from the opportunity to take a challenging exam that may allow them to become eligible to enroll in University courses.
 	The benefits of being chosen to participate in the SEAA are many.  It is an honor for these special students that will reinforce their positive self-image and provide encouragement for their continued scholastic achievement.  The ACT will provide a more accurate measure for students who tend to “top out” on age-appropriate tests.  Participants may receive a complete analysis of their test scores through the ACT, showing areas of relative strength and weaknesses as well as overall performance that may assist educators and parents in planning optimal courses of study.  The ACT also provides valuable SAT-type test experience for these college-bound students in a supportive environment of same age peers.  Finally, based on test results, students may qualify for summer classes at the university  and/or  be referred to the prestigious Early Entrance Program that has served hundreds of Los Angeles’ most gifted students for the past 27 years  through a full-time college program that the top scoring students may explore as an option.  We encourage you to also review the enclosed (attached) letter addressed to the students and parents.
