• Incomplete applications will not be considered. Applications that are submitted without 
all supporting documentation will not be considered until all documents are received.  

 
• The closing date for receipt of applications is February 15, 2012. Applications received 

after the closing date will not be considered.   
 

• All supporting application materials must be received by the application closing date of 
February 15, 2012. 

 
• Once your application is submitted you will not have access to the contents of the 

application, therefore it is recommended that you make a copy of all materials for your 
personal file. 

 
• We will begin accepting applications October 15, 2011.

*The international applicant admissions deadline is for any applicant possessing transcripts 
from colleges and universities outside the USA.
