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· One-year stipend -- $18,500 for the year. 
Check distribution divided evenly in eight payments -- starting early November.
· Payback accomplished by a one-year, post-MSW service to L.A. County Department of Children & Family Services (DCFS) & commitment to public child welfare.
· L.A. County DCFS employees are not eligible while an employee.

· Open to 2-Year and 3-Year Program students. 
· Open to 1st & 2nd-year field placements.
· Children, Youth, Women & Families concentration is required.
· Thesis topic must be related to child welfare.
· Must have a valid California driver’s license, car insurance and good-working car.
· L.A. County DCFS placement qualifying requirements: physical examination, MMPI, criminal background check (exclusions include -- convictions of crime involving children and/or narcotics, DUI within last 5 years).
· Placement assignments: clinical case management with children & families; diversity in ethnicity; home visits; family dynamics.  
· Placement agency: specialized internship units located in Pasadena.  Placement days on business hours Monday and Wednesday (& Friday for 2nd-year students).

· Interview for the Stipend Program with IUC Consultant, DCFS Field Instructor.
· Contract Signing.
· DCFS offers excellent training opportunities.

· DCFS offers opportunity to get LCSW supervision hours.
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
