1.4 OnJune 19, 2001, President Rosser approved the Senate' s recommendation to amend

the Faculty Handbook language on The Wang Family Excellence Award, renaming the

committee the External Award Nominating Committee effective Summer 2001.

1.5 Following isthe response from Vice President Garciato the question raised at the
Senate meeting on April 10:

“Thisiswritten in response to the question raised by Senator DeJong-Hawley
regarding the possibility of establishing arecycling program on campus for paper,
plastic, duminum, and glass, particularly in the Student Housing area.

“The campus recently has established a recycling program that is monitored and
supported by the Custodial Services Department. Additionally, we have a group
of volunteers from the Los Angeles Transitional Class, who assist in reclaiming
recyclables from receptacles and trashcans throughout the campus. At present,
we recycle white paper goods, newspapers from the University-Student Union,

other types of shredded paper, rubber tires, plastic, auminum, glass, and cardboard.

“ At thistime, the campus recycling program does not include the Student Housing

area; however, the Director of Facilities Services has met with the Director of
Student Housing to discuss the steps necessary to incorporate Housing into this
program.”

2. Senator Anagnoson announced his intent to rai se the following question of the Vice
President for Administration and Finance:

“My question is about the lack of signage in the Engineering and Technology Building.

“Last fall, when the engineering accreditors were about to come to campus, the College
of Engineering and Technology erected its own signs that indicated the location of its
own offices and faculty but no other faculty in the building were included. That means
that there is no signage for the Departments of Philosophy, Liberal Studies, Political
Science, Child and Family Studies, and English —all on the 4™, 5", and 6™ floors.

“Furthermore, with the name change of the College of Engineering and Technology
announced last week, the name of the signs that were erected last fall are now out
of date.
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“1 emailed Vice President Garcia about this problem about a month ago and
received an answer that he was unaware of the signage problem in the building,
although he was aware that a number of HVAC problems were being addressed.
Last winter, Associate Dean Lipton of the College of Engineering and Technology
attempted to get Facilitiesto create signs, but nothing has come of thiseffort. |
offered to use some of our Continuing Education money in Political Science to pay
Facilitiesfor these signs, or some of them, but nothing has happened.

“Could we please have a program and a person assigned to create signage for this
building? We have lost students running around the building all thetime.”
