1.4.1 With the implementation of reduction of allocated funds, is it being matched by a
reduction of the enrollment target?

There will not be areduction on CSLA enrollment target in response to the reduction of
alocated funds. According to information received thus far, there will be an increase in
FTES despite a likely decrease in financia support.

1.4.2 With the lack of availability of some remedial courses, isit possible to offer students
extensions to allow them time to complete remedial courses such as Math and English?
This would prevent students from being penalized for not completing remedial classes
within the specified due time if classes were not readily available to them.

The Educational Policy Committee (EPC) will consider the FiPC’s concerns in regards to
the lack of available remedial courses and students being penalized for not completing
their courses by the due date.
