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Workshop presenters are classroom teachers who have received training through the Los Angeles Writing Project’s Summer Institute and have become Teacher Consultants. Through carefully planned and integrated presentations, TC’s base their presentations on such assumptions as: (1) Student writing can be improved by improving the teaching of writing (2) The best teacher of teachers is another teacher (3) Change can best be accomplished by those who work in the schools and (4) Classroom practice and research have generated a substantial body of knowledge on the teaching of writing.
