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Teaching Writing with the 6 + 1 Traits

Improving Students’ Academic Writing (ISAW)

How do teachers engage students in relevant academic writing and critical reading that enables them to explore and analyze the relationships between text, self and world? The ISAW program will focus on writing instruction that prepares students to read and analyze non-fiction texts, perform well on academic writing assignments and assessments, and dissect and understand high-stakes on-demand writing prompts.  With ISAW, students will learn how to provide evidence from prior knowledge in their academic writing; how to use the processes of prewriting, peer reviewing/editing, and revising; and how to develop effective arguments, organize ideas, and anticipate their readers’ needs and expectations.

In this workshop, participants will examine and engage in activities that involve teaching with mentor texts and anchor papers as well as supporting student improvement by analyzing student writing.  Participants will learn how to write effective prompts, and will work with non-formulaic writing tools that help students with organization and fluency.  We will also learn methods of integrating technology into the writing process.

Students will read sample essays, learn about the role of personal statements in the application process, and explore a variety of writing styles and topics useful in the process. This workshop is designed to provide personal attention to every student.

Creative Writing Intensive

LAWP welcomes teachers and writers of all levels and backgrounds to this summer writing "camp" for adults.  The course will immerse participants in the basics of creative writing that are common to all genres and provide structure for the completion of a polished piece in the form of memoir, poems, personal essay, or short story.  Though the course is open to both teachers and non-teachers, numerous ideas and activities will be presented for integrating creative writing curricula into classrooms from elementary school to high school.  

Participants will have the opportunity to receive constructive feedback on their writing from the instructor and their peers.  We will also examine tools for responding critically to student writing in a seminar setting as well as develop strategies for the teaching of creative writing at all level.  Participants will improve their effectiveness as a teacher of writing by learning about the craft of writing itself, and will complete a piece of writing in the genre of their choice.  In addition, participants can earn two units of credit through Extended Education (for an optional fee).

Activities will include daily journaling as well as exercise that will focus on vividly describing people, places, and action; writing convincing dialogue and monologue; and crafting compelling structure.

Facilitated by LAWP Teacher Consultants, students will engage in writing, responding, editing, and publishing in small groups, with a student-teacher ratio of 12:1. For 12 days students will be immersed in writing, gaining confidence in their own abilities and an appreciation of the abilities of others. All students interested in writing, regardless of current skill level, are welcome to participate.

In addition to having plenty of time to write, students will set goals, analyze different genres, engage in peer writing groups and constructive critique of their writing, receive one-on-one instruction, and join an online community of writers through the use of wikis and Nings.
