Cal State L.A.’s Resident Apartments offer an excellent home away from home for students
who choose to live on-campus.

Other amenities include central heating and
air conditioning, satellite TV and wireless internet.

There are two community centers for students to relax. The Phase | Community Center con-
tains a computer lab, a recreation/game room, vending machine room and laundry facilities.
The Phase Il Community Center contains the Housing Services Office, a mailroom, a
lounge, and a dining and meeting room. To relax, students can play basketball on the out-
door courts, specially lighted for night use. Housing residents can park their vehicles in a
specially designated parking area.

Live-in staff (Resident Assistants, Residence Life Coordinators and Resident Directors) help
residents build and maintain a sense of community. The resident assistants provide both
educational and social programs to create a well-rounded experience for students living in
housing.
