Part 1 – Short Answer (10% of course grade)

1. True or false: Anything that can be done in CSS can be done in HTML.  Explain. (1%)
FALSE – CSS can do more than HTML, like change the cursor or the scroll bar.
2. Before programmers can use a new standardized tag, name two groups of people that need to know about it. (1%)
The W3C standardizes the tag, and the browser companies must implement it before programmers can begin using a new tag.
3. There are three ways to use CSS tags in your HTML code.  Name the three ways and give two reasons why you would use one way over another. (2%)
Inline, embedded style tag, and external style sheet.  You would use an external style sheet if the same CSS tags were to be used on multiple pages.  You would use an inline declaration if you wanted to override a style set in the style tag or an external stylesheet.
4. Name two disadvantages to using frames. (1%)

Not all browsers implement frames the same way, and frames take longer to load, since they have to load all of the pages independently.
5. There are many HTML code generator programs in the world (such as Macromedia Dreamweaver).  Why do we bother learning HTML, and would a programmer actually write raw HTML in a company? (1.5%)
A programmer may need to modify HTML code that has been generated, and if the programmer becomes a dynamic back-end programmer, he will be generating the HTML code himself.
6. Extremely long URLs will not be accepted by the server.  What HTTP status code will be returned if a long URL is requested, and what could we do to prevent this from happening? (1.5%)

HTTP 414 – This is generally caused by passing form elements as a GET when it should be passed as a POST.  The URL can only handle a finite number of characters, though the server will allow for more characters via a POST.
7. Different browsers render HTML code differently.  Is this statement true?  Why or why not? (1%)
TRUE – Browsers interpret HTML differently.  This could be because they are trying to force more people to use their browser, or maybe they interpreted the HTML specification of W3C differently.
8. Your friend claims that by using CSS, you can make an unordered list display like an ordered list.  Is this true?  If so, how?  If not, why not? (1%)

No, this is not true.  In CSS, we have no way to iterate through a set of values and display a different number each time.
