Objective:


We will have discussion and do research of the main examples of architecture, painting and sculpture produced in Latin America in the XVI, XVII and XVIII centuries.

Grading:


The student will elaborate a formal research paper of a minimum of 20 pages choosing one of the themes proposed by the instructor.  The paper should have a bibliography at the end and should comply with certain academic requirements that will be explained in class.   Each student will do a presentation of his research to the seminar group utilizing slides and all kind of visual material.  The group will have the opportunity to make questions, give feedback and discuss the material presented.  It will help the presenter to write with more quality his/her paper incorporating the reactions and criticisms of the group.

The grade for each student will be: 50% the presentation and 50% the paper of 20 pages.

Themes:

1) Architecture of Antigua (Guatemala): Monastery of La Merced, Church of San Francisco, Palace of the Captains Generals, Monastery of Santa Clara, Monastery of Capuchins, Recolection monastery, University of San Carlos, Church of Santo Domingo, Escuela de Cristo, House of the Lions, etc.
