Article I. Name of Organization 
Section 1.
The name of this organization shall be the University General Education Honors Club hereafter referred to as the GE Honors Club. 
Article II. Purpose of Organization 
The purpose of this organization shall be to promote general cooperation and interaction among the student membership of the University General Education Honors Program and California State University, Los Angeles faculty, staff, and administration. The GE Honors Club will serve as the official student representative body for the University General Education Honors Program, in representing the students' voice to the University General Honors Council and to other University or Community individuals or organizations. 
Article III. Membership of the Organization 
Section 1. 
Regular voting membership in this student organization shall be open to all currently enrolled and continuing students of California State University, Los Angeles. An organization or its membership may not discriminate on the basis of race, religion, gender, sexual orientation, color, disability, ethnicity, nationality, age, or marital status. 
Section 2. 
All students of California State University, Los Angeles shall be eligible for membership. Membership in this organization shall also be open to all those who are members of the University General Education Honors Program. Faculty, staff, and alumni of California State University, Los Angeles, as well as non-students, may be considered for nonvoting membership in this organization. However, only currently enrolled or continuing students of California State University, Los Angeles may be considered as voting members. 
Section 3. 
In order to maintain membership, members must pay dues as well as meet the requirements of membership of the University General Education Honors Program. 
Article IV. Elections 
Section 1. 
Elections shall be held annually at the end of the spring quarter at a time selected by the current President of the GE Honors Club. 
Section 2. 
Only currently enrolled or continuing students in good standing at California State University, Los Angeles may serve as officers of this organization. The elected officers shall be: 
1. President
2. Vice-President of Internal Affairs
3. Vice-President of External Affairs
4. Treasurer
5. Recording Secretary
6. Social Secretary
The appointed officers shall be: 
1. Newsletter Editor
2. Webmaster 
Section 3. 
Any member of the organization may make nominations for elected positions. Such members have the option of nominating themselves or fellow members. Each voting member can nominate one eligible member for each position. Each nominee can only accept one nomination. There shall also be an application that all applicants, regardless of whether or not they were nominated, must submit. A platform statement shall be attached to the application. 
Section 4. 
Elections shall be announced at least two (2) weeks prior to elections both at meetings and via club e-mail. 
Section 5. 
The President shall prepare a ballot based on the applications. Officers of the organization shall be elected by secret ballot during the election. The President and the Recording Secretary shall tally the votes independently. The candidate with the most votes is to be elected to the position. 
Section 6. 
The new officers shall take office the quarter following the election. 
Section 7. 
A copy of the minutes of the meeting that documents the election results by actual count shall be placed on file with the Centre for Student Development and Programs. An officer of the organization shall sign the minutes. If this is not possible, then a letter signed by the outgoing President verifying the new elected officers shall be submitted to the Centre for Student Development and Programs. 
Section 8. 
Only elected officers of the organization may make nominations for appointed positions. Each elected officer can nominate one club member for each position. Each nominee can only accept one nomination. Appointed positions are granted only by a 2/3 vote of the elected officials. 
Article V. Officers 
Section 1. Board Members 
The following officers, and all future elected positions, of the GE Honors Club are considered to be members of the Club upper government, hereafter referred to as the Board of the GE Honors Club, or simply the Board. 
1. President
2. Vice-President of Internal Affairs
3. Vice-President of External Affairs
4. Treasurer
5. Recording Secretary
6. Social Secretary 
The following officers, and all future appointed positions, of the GE Honors Club are considered to be members of the Club lower government. 
1. Newsletter Editor
2. Webmaster
Section 2. President
The President shall be the chief executive officer of GE Honors Club and shall exercise general supervision of all club activities. The President will also be held responsible for holding the elections during the specified time period. The President shall call together and preside over all general meetings and will have full responsibilities for the organization of the program's activities, forming committees and giving assistance in planning. 
Section 3. Vice-President of Internal Affairs
The Vice-President of Internal Affairs shall be responsible for overseeing all internal activities. This includes overseeing all committees (if the need arises) and planning events. The Vice-President of Internal Affairs also assumes the duties of the President should the President be unable to fulfill his or her duties. 
Section 4. Vice-President of External Affairs
The Vice-President of External Affairs shall be responsible for communication between the organization and other campus organizations, which include other clubs as well as the University. The Vice-President of External Affairs shall oversee the production of the club newsletter, and will also chair a committee if the need arises. 
The Treasurer shall attend all general meetings and collect dues from all members of the GE Honors Club. He or she shall be responsible for keeping all financial records and shall handle all monies. 
Section 6. Recording Secretary
The Recording Secretary shall attend all general meetings and will take complete records of all the discussed business. He or she will also be responsible for the correspondence of the Club. 
Section 7. Social Secretary
The Social Secretary shall be responsible for keeping a record of all events. This includes writing a newsletter article about each social event (if the club decides to publish a newsletter) and taking pictures for use in the newsletter or scrapbook. He or she will be aiding other officers in the planning of events. In addition, he or she will be responsible for all flyers and publicity for the events of the GE Honors Club. 
Section 8. Newsletter Editor
The Newsletter Editor is an appointed position, nominated by one of the Board members, and granted by 2/3 of the Board members. The Newsletter Editor prepares and prints the GE Honors Club Newsletter on or before Week 3 of the quarter the newsletter is the edition of. 
Section 9. Webmaster
The Webmaster is an appointed position, nominated by one of the Board members, and granted by 2/3 of the Board members. The Webmaster is to create and/or maintain the GE Honors Club website. 
Section 10.
In order to be eligible for office, candidates: 
1. Must have been members of the University General Education Honors Program for at least two quarters.
2. Must have taken at least one Honors couse, or taken active participation in a committee.
3. Must maintain a GPA of 2.0 or above on a 4.0 scale, mandated by California State University, Los Angeles. 
Section 11.
All officers shall serve for a term of one year, beginning the summer quarter after their election or appointment. 
Section 12.
The procedure for filling vacated elected offices shall announcing the nominations and elections at least two weeks prior to the election of the vacant office.
The procedure for filling vacated appointed offices shall be announcing the nominations and elections to the Board members at least one week prior to the election of the vacant appointed office. 
The procedure for the removal of elected officers shall occur when an active member requests the removal of an elected officer, seconded by another active member. There must be a valid reason centered on an officer's inability or failure to fulfill the duties of their respective position. The President will be responsible for allowing both parties to state their case at the next meeting, prior to the vote. If the President has been requested to resign, the Vice-President of Internal Affairs will assume the President's role in the removal of the officer. The removal of the officer shall be approved by a majority vote of those present at the meeting. 
The procedure for the removal of appointed officers shall occur when a GE Honors Club Board member requests the removal of an appointed officer, seconded by another GE Honors Club Board Member. There must be a valid reason centered on an officer's inability or failure to fulfill the duties of his or her respective position. The President will be responsible for allowing both parties to state their case at the next meeting, prior to the vote. The removal of the appointed officer shall be approved by a majority vote of the GE Honors Club Board present at the meeting. 
Article VI. Committees 
Section 1.
Committees shall be created at the President's discretion or as a need or concern arises. Once created, the President shall recommend a committee chair that must be approved by the GE Honors Club Board. In addition, the President shall also make a request for members to join the newly created committee. 
Article VII. Meetings 
Section 1.
Regular meetings shall be held at least once a week during the school year, excluding quarter breaks and final exam weeks. The President has the discretion to cancel or delay meetings as he or she sees fit. 
Section 2.
Meetings shall be held on campus unless a majority of the regular members vote to change the location. A vote to change meetings to an off-campus location must be recorded in the minutes of a regular meeting, and a copy of those minutes shall be placed on file with the Center for Student Development and Programs. An elected officer of the organization shall sign the minutes. 
Section 3.
Emergency meetings may be called by the President as needed. 
Section 4.
Board meetings shall be held as the President deems necessary. All Board members are required to attend unless the President excuses them. The President can only excuse a Board member if that Board member presents a valid reason for missing the meeting. 
Article VIII. Finance and Fiscal Responsibilities 
Section 1.
Dues of $10 a year shall be collected by the Treasurer of the GE Honors Club during the fall quarter. It is the Treasurer's responsibility to keep an accurate record of those who have paid and inform those Club members who have not. 
Section 2.
The Treasurer shall also be responsible for ensuring proper controls in the disbursement of funds. A receipt must be presented before the Treasurer is allowed to disburse funds. 
Article IX. Advisors 
Section 1.
A faculty advisor shall be selected by the Board and approved by the Club. The advisor will serve as long as the Club and the advisor feel they cooperate and benefit from the relationship. 
Section 2.
Advisors must be a faculty or staff member at California State University, Los Angeles. The Club is permitted to have an advisory board composed of community members and/or alumni. However, at least one advisor must be a faculty or staff member at California State University, Los Angeles. 
Section 3.
The advisor shall be responsible in aiding the Club in its communication and involvement with California State University, Los Angeles. 
Article X. Amendments 
Section 1. This constitution may be amended by 2/3 of votes cast by members present at a general meeting. All members should be informed of the intention to amend the constitution ten days prior to the meeting when the deciding votes are cast. 
Article XI. Constitutional Ratification and Upkeep 
Section 1.
This constitution shall go into effect when it has been ratified by 2/3 of the votes cast by the members voting. 
Section 2.
This constitution shall be reviewed each spring quarter by a committee selected by the President. Any revisions and amendments will be discussed by the chair of this committee at a general meeting, which will be announced at the beginning of spring quarter, when general meeting times are distributed to all Club members. 
The Vice-President of Internal Affairs, the Vice-President of External Affairs, the Recording Secretary, and the Newsletter Editor are required members of this committee, unless granted an excusal by the President. The President can only excuse one of these officers if that officer presents a valid reason for his or her inability to serve on the committee. 
Article XII. Independence from University 

Section 1.
The action and opinions of this organization do not necessarily reflect those of the students, staff, faculty, or administration of the California State University, Los Angeles.
